Spring on the Snake

An incredible spring surprise this y ear is the freedom to fish the Snake Riwer earlier; opening day in past years
has been onApril Fools. Because of changes in the Fish and Game regulations, the Snake Rer has been open
since New Years to catch and release fishing, opening further to fish-limit regulations since the onset of April. The
South Fork, which is not usually open until Memorial Day W eekend is being floated regularly, both guided and
unguided trips. The sections of the Henry’'s Fork that are open (including Riverside campground to Ashton
Reserwir and from V ernon Bridge downstream) hav e yielded rave reviews with both brown and rainbow action.

The warm sunlight of March and April excites the trout. They are rising to the surface to take dries, such as small
Parachute Adams. With the water low and clear, one can spend an afternoon wade-fishing the riffles for wily
natives. Streamer and nymph fishing on the South Fork and Henry’'s Fork are generating takes and landings from
healthy rainbows and browns, with lengths in the 14-24 inch range. “Imitating midges w orks great as the hatch
es are coming off,” says Bart Larmouth of the Orvis Fly Shop in Jackson. He says the fish are in great shape from
the plentiful w ater supply of this winter . Theres no better time to be out on the water, than now.
